As a student who is interested in being considered for a spot on the 2014 Educational Tour, I understand that there are certain expectations and requirements that I must demonstrate. Below is a contract that outlines these requirements. I understand that this list may be modified as new situations occur, and it is my responsibility to make sure that I am aware of any changes and/or that I am meeting these expectations and requirements. A model student participant should exhibit a high degree of decorum demonstrating respect for self, family, and all people regardless of ethnicity, race, religion, gender or physical condition. As a representative of Zephyrhills High School and the District School Board of Pasco County (DSBPC), I commit to adhering to the following expectations and requirements.

CITIZENSHIP __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Comply with school, classroom and tour rules.

· Respect all laws and rules of society.

· Use appropriate language at all times.

· Demonstrate behavior that is fair, civil, polite, and courteous.

COOPERATION __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Resolve conflicts with peers in an appropriate and lawful manner.

· Adhere to the school and/or attractions’ dress code.

· Accept responsibility for my own behavior.

· Support classmates and team members in their lawful endeavors.

· Demonstrate school pride in an appropriate manner.

· Cooperate with administrators, teachers, guides, and drivers.

COMPASSION __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Provide support to people who are in need of assistance.

· Demonstrate kindness to peers and adults.

· Assist teachers, guides, and sponsors in making my tour a positive experience in which to learn.

· Make contributions of time and energy that enrich the school environment and offset the cost of this trip.

HONESTY and RESPONSIBILITY __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Tell the truth.

· Report any inappropriate or illegal act to an administrator, teacher, guide, or sponsor.

· Return lost property to the owner.

· Attend school and all classes regularly and on time.

· Set up an account with EF Tours.

· Properly secure all personal belongings when on the trip.

INTEGRITY __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Express beliefs and feelings without regard to social pressure and do what’s right even when it is unpopular or personally costly.

· Help fellow classmates and participants.

· Support school activities and fundraising programs.

· Exercise self-control.

ACTIVITY REQUIREMENTS ** __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Participate in at least 20 hours of the activities that we are hosting to raise funds; this does not include club meetings.  A minimum of 10 hours must be completed by the end of the first semester.

· Act in a safe, respectful, and lawful manner at every function.

· I will treat all adults and peers with respect and fairness.

· Respect the integrity and judgment of my teachers and sponsors.

· Funds earned will be distributed to my account on the first Friday of December. *** 

· Attend regular club meetings.****
CURRICULUM REQUIREMENTS __________ (Initials)

I will:

· Put forth the maximum effort and complete all academic assignments.

· Maintain a cumulative weighted GPA of at least 2.0.

· Maintain attendance with no more than 5 unexcused absences and 3 unexcused tardies per class per grading period (from Aug. 2012 – Dec. 2013)

· If a student is assigned to ISS (In School Suspension) or OSS (Out of School Suspension) during which a ZAP Club activity takes place the student will not be eligible to participate.

· A student who has a total of eleven (11) days suspension (combined ISS and OSS) will not be allowed to participate in this activity.

· Any student who is arrested for conduct occurring on or off school grounds will be prohibited from participating in this activity.

PAYMENTS/REFUNDS __________ (Initials)

I understand:

· Refunds are subject to EF Tours policy.

· Money earned from fundraising cannot be refunded.

· In some cases I may not be entitled to a refund.

LEGALITIES __________ (Initials)

I understand:

· Failure to obey customs, rules, laws, etc. of the places (country, destination, hotel, etc.) could have serious consequences, up to and including: removal from the tour and being returned home on the next available flight at your expense.

· This is not a DSBPC approved Tour; therefore I can not and will not hold Zephyrhills High School or DSBPC accountable for any and all actions.

PENALTIES __________ (Initials)

I understand that failure to comply with any of the above rules, as outlined above, can lead to any of the following *****:

· Probation: loss of privileges, participation in events and/or activities.

· Extra Requirements: ability to earn one’s place back into the organization through the assigning of extra responsibilities, such as, but limited to: extra hours of involvement, fines, and adjustments to the curriculum requirements.

· Termination/Removal: in rare occasions, when deemed permissible by the sponsors, students may be removed from the club and all ZAP related functions, including travel, for breaking of any of the rules outlined above.  Failure to maintain adequate GPA, participation hours, etc. may result in Probation at first, where as theft of merchandise or monies would lead to immediate termination.

Approximately one year prior to departure, students enrolled in a ZAP sponsored tour will sign this Tour Contract; it does not replace the ZAP Club contract.  This contract is required for travel. 

** 
To opt out of the Activity Requirement, participants must pay an $80 fee to ZAP.  This fee will be collected once a year for each tour.

*** 
Fundraising deposits will be deposited only once a year, no later than the 10th of December.
**** 
If participants are involved in other clubs or organizations that conflict with this meetings, the student may check in with the Club sponsor to receive the agenda for that month’s club meeting, but they must provide proof of attendance with the alternative organization.

**** - These are possible interventions, not steps.  One may not be placed on Probation and then proceed to Extra Requirements.  If the sponsors feel that discipline issues need to result in more harsh consequences they have the authority to do so.

I have read and understand the requirements of the Contract for Student Participation in the 2014 Educational Tour. I understand that participation in this activity is a privilege and not a right. I understand that I am expected to perform according to this contract and the rules herein.
